LIMITED PRODUCT WARRANTY

WARRANTY - ONE YEAR

This product is warranted against defects in material and workmanship for a period of one year from the
date of purchase by the original purchaser. During this period, all parts and labor will be provided at no
cost. Consumable parts (ie: light bulbs and filters) are not warranted or guaranteed for any length of time.
This warranty is non transferable.

ADDITIONAL SIX YEAR WARRANTY

For a period of six years following the ONE YEAR WARRANTY components of the sealed system are
warranted against defects in material. Parts will be supplied (freight prepaid) free of charge. Installation
labor is not covered. This warranty is non transferable.

NOTICE

1. This warranty applies only to the original purchaser and applies only within the boundaries of
CANADA and CONTINENTAL USA.

2. This is the only warranty of the dealer and Fantech Limited. for the above mentioned product and no
other warranty or condition, expressed or implied shall apply, except where specifically excluded by
law.

3. The original purchaser should complete this warranty form and retain it in the event warranty service
is required.

4. Proof of purchase date will be required for warranty claims. Please retain bills of sale for proof.

5. Some states do not allow the exclusion or limitation of incidental or consequential damages, so the
above limitation or exclusion may not apply to you. This warranty gives specific legal rights, and the
purchaser may have other rights which vary from state to state. For more information regarding legal
rights the purchaser may contact the local or state consumer affairs office or the appropriate state
Attorney General.

GENERAL PROVISIONS

No warranty or insurance herein contained or set out shall apply when damage or repair is caused by

any of the following:

1. Power failure.

2. Damage in transit or when moving the appliance.

3. Improper power supply such as low voltage, defective house wiring or inadequate fuses.

4. Accident, alteration, abuse or misuse of the appliance such as inadequate air circulation in the room
or abnormal operating conditions, (extremely high or low room temperatures).

LOCATION

Dehumidifiers are designed for use in high humidity locations. Keep doors and win-
dows closed for effective use and position the unit at least 10 inches (25 cm) from
walls and other obstructions.

HUMIDISTAT .

The Humidistat turns the unit on or off automatically. Operate C/
initially on constant run until the desired humidity level is /
achieved, then turn the control counterclockwise until the unit “‘T

cycles off. The Humidistat will now automatically maintain the
selected level of humidity.

AUTOMATIC SHUT OFF

The dehumidifier has the automatic shut-off feature. The indicator light
will signal when the water container needs to be emptied. O '
IMPORTANT: The water container must be fully inserted into the unit
and the float must be hanging freely inside the water container for the
automatic shut-off to function properly.

Empty the water bucket before moving the dehumidifier. It is recommended to wait a
minimum of 3 minutes before turning the unit on after the compressor stops running.
This time allows internal systems to equalize and ensures a full torque start on the
COMpressor.

AUTOMATIC EMPTYING

Water can be automatically emptied into a floor drain by attaching a water hose to the
threaded connector in the white plastic drip tray. The drip tray is mounted horizontally
above the bucket. Once the bucket is removed, a hose can be easily attached.

The dehumidifier can also be placed over a floor drain. By removing the water con-
tainer, the condensate will drop directly through the hole in the base into the drain.

The dehumidifier has a two (2) speed fan. More air will move over the condensing coils
on high speed. On high speed more water will be removed from the air. For quieter
operation, use low speed.



DUST GUARD

A rear panel with a foam filter prevents dust from clogging the refrigeration coils. This
filter should be cleaned monthly with a vacuum cleaner attachment or by washing
with a mild detergent in warm water. The filter panel is easily removed by flexing it
outward in the centre, freeing the tabs in the sides of the cabinet.

DEFROST TIMER

Your dehumidifier is specially equipped with a defrost timer which enables the
refrigerated coils to be defrosted once per hour. This timer turns off the compres-
sor, thereby eliminating the refrigeration of the coils. The fan continues to draw air
over the coils causing the ice to melt and drop down into the reservoir.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

When your dehumidifier requires cleaning, use a vacuum cleaner

attachment or brush to clean the front grille. The air drying coil is best cleaned with
a cloth and hot water. The dust guard filter can be washed or vacuumed. Always
UNPLUG THE DEHUMIDIFIER before attempting to clean. The motor is perma-
nently lubricated and does not require oiling.

IF YOUR DEHUMIDIFIER FAILS TO OPERATE

* Check if the power is coming to the unit. (Check plug and fuse)
* Check if the float is hanging freely and the water reservoir is positioned
normally.
* Check if the humidistat is turned counterclockwise.
* Check if the bucket is empty and the full light is “off”.
» Checkif all operating instructions have been followed.
If your dehumidifier continues to be inoperative, contact your dealer for instructions.
Do not attempt to open the casing or repair the unit yourself.
